Mining is projected to remain an important industry
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in the Mackay - Isaac - Whitsunday region, employing
almost 17% of the region’s workforce. However,
above average employment growth in industries
such as Accommodation and Food, Health Care and
Social Assistance and Professional, Scientific and
Technical Services reflect the region’s diversity.
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By 2025-26, it is projected that there will be:

By 2025-26, Mackay - Isaac - Whitsunday is projected to experience the 14th fastest increase
in employment in Queensland.
