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By 2025-26, Toowoomba is projected to experience the sixth fastest increase in
employment in Queensland. It is projected to comprise 2.9% of the state’s workforce.
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As these projections are high level, indicative and subject to change, it is recommended that the focus be on employment trends rather than the numbers in isolation.

*The regions used in this project are based on Statistical Area Level 4 (SA4) regions, as defined by the Australian Bureau of Statistics. There are 19 SA4s in Queensland; the five Brisbane SA4s have been combined
in this report to take into account the larger natural labour market.
